Happy Independence Day! We are celebrating
75" Independence Day. On this occasion we wish
you all lot of happiness, success and great future.

Today | take this opportunity of explaining to
you once again how the school project works. We
have taken one year off and not given 7" standard
scholarships last year as we wanted to study the
impact that we have made onyouin last ten years.

The impact study is over and we decided that
we shall continue to support not only the new 7"
standard this year but even the 8" standard who missed last
year's scholarship.

CONGRATULATIONS.....!

But the impact study that has come out has thrown new
challenges to all of us including you. Some of the challenges
which concerns you, parents and students are that you do not
study. You hardly know even one or two pages of your text
books. You cannot even pass the simple test which is
conducted by our Lila Poonawalla Foundation Selection
Board. These are great drawbacks. You do not know English in
some of the schools. As you progress in life when you go to
colleges, or you study and you go for interviews after
graduations, everywhere English plays important part in the
life. If interviews are not conducted in English then you will get
very less salary. Foreign companies who conduct the
interviews in English only those girls get very good
salary.Therefore, it is important that you should study also
English. | am aware that your mother tongue is different. | am
aware that we are in Maharashtra so Marathiisimportant. Yes,
all this has to be done along with English. English should also
be spoken rightly by you. Therefore, we conduct the classes
and you must attend these classes.

The 2™ finding was that most of girls do not attend the
training programs. Why? We spend a lot of time and efforts in
making the training program for you. If you do not attend, the
lossisyoursandthe chances are that you might lose the
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scholarship because you will be not able to pass the test which
we will conduct every year from 7" standard onwards before
we continue the scholarship to the next grade. So it is
important that you attend the training programs also. Parents
are again requested along with teachers & Principals to ensure
that the child attends the training programs.Now that covid
has subsided which is a very good sign but do not forget that
covid has not gone. Covid is still among us and the Covid is
increasing specially in Maharashtra. Maharashtra has got a
highest rate of covid increase about 4000 cases and out of
them 500 are already hospitalised and one has died. Take all
the precautions possible and mask should be worn though we
say that it is not compulsory. Therefore, | still advice you to
continue wearing the mask all the time. If you have any
problems with yourself then please come to the office. Come
and meet MOM and DAD, and we will try to solve your
Difficulties.We have trained and dedicated staff. The staffs are
trained to take care of your needs and they are working
school-wise. Take maximum help required

| am very sad that we conducted the test for 7" standard
who were recommended by the Principals and we found some
of these girls did not pass the test. The major difficulty was
that they did not understand mathematics, Science & English
language at all. They even did not know how to subtract, how
todivide and they failed.

Because we want to help the needy girls, we arranged to
have another test carried out after your teachers gave us
assurance that they will upgrade you on this test. After the 2™
test also few girls could not score even 35% mark which was
minimum required. 35% marks are not very big marks. It is
1/3" 0f 100%. Then we reduced the acceptance limit from 35%
to 30% and could take few more girls. This happened only in
those schools where English is not taught and these are
Marathi or Urdu speaking schools. | request to take extra
tuitions and see that they know Mathematics, Science and
English they were not able to do it. They do not attend training
programs. We have tried to do the test in Marathi so that you
can pass.This year we will be adding girls in 7" standard and 8"
standard.We have now 13 schools with usand I wish you all the
luck possible. | once again request you that please do attend
the training programs which will be on Mathematics, Science
& Spoken English.These will be conducted right through for 10
years and you must take maximum advantage of these training
programs. You will find that you are empowered and you can
stand on your feet and everybody says that she is “LILA Junior”
orwhenyougoto college, a “LILA Girl.”

I request all Principals and Teachers also to please help the
LILA Juniors so that the school name comes out on the top of
thelist.

Very few students
wrote a book review, since most of students
are not reading any books. You need to spend
atleast one hourevery dayinfocused reading.

“My experience of online and offline college”

The COVID-19
pandemic changed the way |
learn, most of the things that
used to seem impossible to
me have now turned out to
be possible. Online
education allowed learning
something beyond the
norms. With the emergency
and spread of COVID-19,
online education reached at
all level. Online classes were
new to everyone at that time
but known to everyone now.
When I first heard that | wanted to study online | was very excited
and sometimes nervous too.

My experience of online learning during the coronavirus
pandemic was good but, in the beginning,  had many questionsin
my mind like “How should | study...??” “How can | ask
doubts...??” “How will Imanage my studies...?? etc.”

Initially we found it difficult to attend classes as my
classmates forgot to turn off their microphones during a session
and we could hear a lot of noise, that was very disturbing. But
with time all of us were able to adjust things. The professorsin my
class were great. They arranged each class in such a way that | did
not face any disturbance later. | learned Korean language and
Python programming which | always wanted to do. Online classes
were necessary as a part of safety in times of pandemic, we had
no option but to sitat home and listen to online classes.

During the online classes, the main challenge for me was to
maintain the same level of discipline in my studies. Online classes
were not suitable for all subject. It was suitable for theory-based
subjects but we lack practice-based learning. We were not able to
clear our doubts during online classes due to lack of time or poor
network connections. Staying on the screen for a long time also
affected my eyes and neck. Also, | faced problems related to the
poor quality of the internet connection and it was stressful for
me. | really missed physical class and interacting with my
teachersand classmates.

Online learning gave opportunity to explore new digital
learning tools and ultimately, | learnt to maintain discipline of
self-study. It helped in inculcating the habit of self-discipline and
time management, provided access to unlimited number of
educational resources. | could set my own pace of learning. Soin it
was helpful in many ways as long as students had the right
equipmentand access to a properinternet connection.

How sad is it that my first day of college, in offline mode, is
also one of the final days of my college life? That students of this
generation have spent more than one-and-a-half years staring at
screensin locked intheir closed spaces.

During our recently started in-person classes | strongly felt
that my attention span increased due to interactive sessions;
positive competitions started among us which motivated better
learning; professors started giving personal attention to each
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student (Just imagine how helpful it would be that a teacher
understands the pace of their students and teaches them
accordingly to make the learning process much smoother); first
time we worked on a major project for graduation under the
guidance of professors which was not possible last year and now
finally we have our own research papers ready with us @ and last
but not the least we even went to our first ever field visit of
graduation to High Altitude Cloud Physics Laboratory which is
there in Mahabaleshwar in heavy rains. Offline classes made one
thing clear that there are lot of basic concepts which were taught
in pandemic but we are still unaware about them as we didn't
study seriously ? which will haunt us till the time we don't make
time and clear our basics.

Attending offline classes after such a long time brought back
a whole lot of memories mixed with feelings of anxiety as to
whether everything will be like before or not.

It was more exciting as | met and bonded with my
batchmates outside the virtual classes. We matched faces with
the names and started hanging out together. At first, | was a little
doubtful about going back to offline mode after so long but
eventually everything seemed so very natural. | realised in one
month “virtual interaction can never make up for one-to-one
meetings”.

The lockdown made me an owl. So, being a student of a
morning college, attending the first class at 7:30 am, that too
when winter is almost here, was indeed difficult. Probably it was
the urge of enjoying the essence of college life. Despite back-to-
back practical and theory classes, the 'Tea-Holics' among us
discovered a nearby tea stall on the very first day itself. Initially, |
found it troublesome to concentrate in class which was probably
because of the habit of keeping multiple tabs open on phone
during online classes, a habit that | surely have to do away with. In
the last month, | not only found good friends but also discovered
my favourite spot near the campus, where we friends have been
spending time before and after college. In my college social
distancing was not a problem since the classrooms are huge and
the sections were divided into two shifts.

It was only one month in college but we lived them fully and
felt very surreal. The fact that | have become senior from being a
junior took some time to settle in. After the first year, we are again
back on campus in our final year. Corridors do not buzz the same
as before because of the pandemic restrictions. The canteens saw
the little crowds and the classrooms were filled after 20 months.
Offline classes provide a stimulating environment that combines
both theoretical and practical aspects of learning, unlike online
classes. This contributed overall cognitive and skill development.
Practical learning helped for better understanding of subjects and
adapt quickly to daily challenges.
