Orchid Program is implemented after 2019. |
went to the school for the opening ceremony of this Orchid
Program and we find that Daughters will learn quite a lot of
things from the Orchid's appointed teachers who are all
students of 10™and 11" standard. The school Principal and
teachers of Orchid School are very enthusiastic. Teachers
from Bapusaheb Pawar School, Prerana School, CES
Utkarsha School and CES Kanya School came to attend the
program. Also this program will be ending now in one
week's time and | will be going for closing to study the effect
onour daughters. From this unique learning after this we
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will also give Gawadewadi Schools to send LILA Juniors to
get fill of top end School.

The 10"std (Batch 2019) and LILA Seniors
(Batch 2017) who are below 60% and parents meeting has
taken place and we are trying to help out how to increase
the percentage of our daughters. It should not happen that
if they do not study then we will have to stop the
scholarships. | request you all to please study well because
getting the high marks in 10" std and 12" std, will help you
to get good college education. Good college education
helps to get good jobs and all of you requested and to
ensurethe 10", 11" and 12" std you do very well 11" std also
is an important examination but it is neglected by the
children and the parents. It isimportant to get all three 10",
11"and 12" high marks so that average marks they get, on
that base they get the entrance to the college.

We have conducted with the help of Rotary
Club of Pune an Eye Check-up Camp. Eye Camps of Anjuman
English Medium School, Anjuman UrduMedium School and
St. Clare's School are completed. It is very useful and
everybody attended the Eye Check-up Camp. Many were
found with no problems, some send for recheck-up, some
requires specs and few required correction. We will follow it
with all the schools, if possible.

The Children's Day celebration went off very
well. On that day, Lila Poonawalla Foundation distributed
sweets because it was also Chacha Nehru's birth
anniversary. We distributed sweets to all the children and
not only to LJ's of our schools from the Pune city and
Gawadewadi area. The total distribution was over 10,600
students.It was highly appreciated by the teachers,
principals and the parents that we are celebrating the
Children's Day Now we look forward to having celebrations
starting with Christmas andmay be New Year.

This year, New Year celebration will be on the
low profile because it is for the first time we are having it
afterthe covid closed down.

Kirti Dilip Yeole completed
her Diploma in Computer
Engineering at Trinity College of
Engineering and Research, Pune,
by scoring 87.99 percentile &
completed graduation in
Computer Engineering at
Sinhagad College (Wadgaon) by
scoring 9.87.  Kirti later on
completed Internship of 3 months with Digichorus
Technology Pvt. Ltd & 8 months Internship with
Cognizant Technology Solutions. Kirti is now working at
Digichorus Technology Pvt. Ltd. as a Software Engineer.

Kirti was Lila Junior of 2012 batch while she was
pursuing school education at Camp Education's Kanya
School.  Kirti proudly talks about Lila Poonawalla
Foundation since she got support from Foundation
while her family was struggling through Economically
critical phase. Kirti has 2 younger brothers, mother &
father in her family. Her father works as a Driver. In
spite of number of challenges, Kirti scored 82% in SSC
Board examination. She attended Foundation's training
programme on Career Guidance where should could get
overall idea of pursuing Diploma in Computers. Later on
she discussed it with some of College students who
were pursuing the Diploma & Degree.

Kirti has pursued school education in Marathi
medium. Hence pursuing Diploma & Degree in English
medium was little bit challenging. Hence she attended
Trainings conducted by Lila Poonawalla Foundation on
Spoken English which helped her a lot in terms of
gaining confidence while communicating in English.
Kirti faced challenges while reading text books of
Physics, Chemistry. Hence she used to study everyday
for 2 hours with specific focus on difficult subjects. Kirti
scored 70% in first year, 80% in second year & 89% in last
year & completed graduation in August, 2022 with
support from Foundation. Kirti's hard work is evidentin
her consistent performance since most of the students
fail even to maintain same score. While pursuing
Computer Engineering, she did not have laptop of her
own. While pursuing Diploma, she used Laptop of her
neighbour. Later on she purchased her own laptop
while pursuing Degree.

Kirti appeared for 5 Campus Interviews and was
selected by Cognizant as Intern. Interestingly, Kirti

Kirti had applied for Internship while she was in last year
of Graduation. Kirti completed her eight months
internship however could not get permanent job from
the company. Hence she proactively tried other
opportunities of job & got selected at Digichorus
Technology Pvt. Ltd. All students who are pursuing
Computer Engineering need to note that Kirti could get
job offer from Digichorous since she already had done
Internship earlier while she was in second year of
Degree. Payment offered by companies as a part of
Internship ranges around INR 3000 to INR 10000.
Generally students pursuing Computer Engineering
have high expectations as first salary. However Kirti's
exampleis self explanatory.

Kirti proudly informed that she had attended
most of the trainings conducted by Lila Poonawalla
Foundation, which helped herin completing graduation
& getting the job. Six months' mentorship program by
Amdocs proved very useful for Kirti. Neha Jadhav was
her mentor for six months. She regularly attended daily
calls with her mentor for six months.

While | asked Kirti about how she would like to
advise Lila Juniors or Seniors, Kirti said that she could
achieve the success due to support from Foundation.
Girls are capable of achieving success however they
should attend all training programmes and should plan
their studies meticulously. Girls should independently
submit their scholarship forms, should visit
Foundation's office, interact with Mom-Dad and should
always ask for training programs as per requirements.
Girls who do not attend training programs will face lot of
challenges during their Interviews. Focussed efforts will
always help Lila Girls in their career. Kirti reiterated that
Lila Poonawalla Foundation gives scholarship with
minimum expectation from Girls about their sincere
efforts in submission, attending trainings, focus on
planned studies. Girls can achieve success by giving
their 100% commitment towards their studies.

Guess the most dangerous
animal in Forests of Maharashtra. |
was under impression that Tiger must
be the name however when | travelled
Tadoba with Bird-Wild life expert Mr.
Anuj Khare, | understood that Sloth
Bear is the most dangerous. It is not
an attractive in terms of our looks.
Beauty lies in the eye of beholder.
Though it is named as Sloth, it is not
its characteristic. Human beings
have named it as Sloth with misconception as per the looks of the animal.
Polar bears live in the frozen Arctic landscape, the northernmost point on
the planet. Polar bears range across the Arctic Ocean, in parts of Canada,
Alaska, Russia, Greenland and Norway (Svalbard). Its looks very
attractive in terms of white colour. Polar Bear sleeps during entire cold
season. However we don't call them 'Sloth.  So, our perception depends
on looks of animal. Sloth Bear, we saw in Tadoba forest, when our jeep
driver pointed out and advised us to look in the Bamboo trees. We could
see that black spot was coming towards us which was a Sloth Bear. His
average weight ranges from 54 to 140 kg. He was quite engrossed in his
search for insects in soil. Later on he started uplifting some stones and
started insects which were hidden below stones. Later on he crossed the
road without bothering who are looking at him, travelers in jeeps which
were clicking photographs.

If anyone encroaches his territory, Sloth Bear attacks the animal
quite aggressively. If any Sloth bear is running behind you, be aware that
he can catch you by running aggressively. Leopard always keeps an eye
on kids of sloth bear however mother Sloth Bear takes care of her kids.
One slap of Sloth Bear can injure Leopard for weeks. World has 8 types of
Bear viz Brown Bear, Asiatic Black Bear, Sloth Bear, Giant Panda Bear,
Spectacled Bear, Malayan Sun Bear, North American Black Bear & Polar
Bear.

In spite of watching such a dangerous animal in Tadoba forest,
everyone was just searching for Tiger. One should travel in forest with an
open eye and mind to enjoy forest. We need to always travel in forest with
a guide who knows Bio-diversity. | have enjoyed travelling with experts
like Anuj Khare in last 20 years while travelling in forests in Uttarakhand
(Chakrata), Andaman, Assam, Manipur, Rajasthan & Maharashtra state.
There are number of dos & donts while travelling in forest. We should
avoid talking to each other loudly, should wear cloths which match colours
of forest. We should not make any attempt to attract birds-animals in
forest since we are guests in their territory.

During four days' stay in Tadoba, we saw While Throated
Kingfisher (Pied Kingfisher), Stork billed Kingfisher. Kingfisher can be
spotted hovering over lake or river water. Kingfisher's dive to catch fish
inside water is amazing site. We saw Stork billed Kingfisher as well having
Olive Brown head. Abird was repeatedly smashing its face into a tree. It
was a woodpecker. When a woodpecker slams its beak into a tree, it
generates a shock. If something in a woodpecker's skull were absorbing
these shocks before they reached the brain then, on impact, a
woodpecker's head would decelerate more slowly compared with its beak.
Woodpeckers have undergone millions of years of evolution to minimize
shock absorption. During the Jungle trail, we watched many birds like

Huppo, Indian roller, Crested Serpent Eagle, Orange Headed Black
Thrush, White eyed Buzzard, etc.

| got to know about Water birds' classification while | was pursuing
Ornithology course by Dr. Satish Pande. Hence | could bifurcate between
water birds which | saw. Birds like Greater Eagret, Spot billed Duck, Black
headed Ibis, Open Billed Stock were having their unique identity though
most of them were sitting together near water ponds.

While travelling in forest, generally we ignore bifurcation of trees.
Madhuca Longifolia well known as Mohwa is one of the most important of
Indian forest trees, not because it may possess valuable timber - and it is
hardly ever cut for this purpose - but because of its delicious and nutritive
flowers. Medicinally the tree is very valuable. The bark is used to cure
leprosy and to heal wounds, the flowers are prepared to relieve coughs,
biliousness and heart-trouble while the fruit is given in cases of
consumption and blood diseases. Apart from Mahua, we saw Bamboo
tree. The biggest surprise was Ghost tree which certainly gives you the
goosebumps, especially if you see them in the shadowy lights of an
afternoon or evening. During the travel, we experienced watching trees
like Tendu, Katesawar, Sagwan, Palas, Arjun, Mango, Pangara. However
the most memorable was Ghost tree.

One evening our guide advised driver to stop the jeep and advised
all of us to quietly observe the road ahead. A Tiger came out of bush and
started walking towards our jeep. He walked alongside our jeep and | was
thrilled though | could click couple of photographs. We call it Indian Tiger
however Tigers arrived in India long back by travelling from Siberia.
Number of tigers were hunted by Kings & British rulers just for their
pleasure. Hence a biggest concern is about declining numbers of Tigers.
Panthera Tigris Altaica is scientific name of Tiger from Siberia. As a
Scientific name, Indian Bengal Tiger is called Panthera Tigris Tighris. His
height is 3 to 4 feet & weighs around 180 Kg. It can be found in Kanha,
Bandhavgadh, Ranthambor, Pench reserve forests. After giving birth,
mother tiger takes care of kids. Tiger is not a family animal like Elephants.
Tiger, being from Cat family, marks their own territory. There are
incidences where grown up baby tiger fights with his mother for acquiring
territory.

Overall, it was quite a learning experience while travelling in
Tadoba.  So much bio-diversity can be experienced in such a Jungle
Safari, whenever we are not travelling just for a Tiger.




?Vly Action Plan

My Action plan to improve my
performance and my determination to
achieveit.

Being a student, we always have
tons of tasks to be completed and we
struggle alot for the same. We struggle
because we lack focus and
concentration. And the greatest

problem to add is procrastination. We
also fail to Prioritize our tasks and skip
time management. So, today to make it simple and interesting
to read I” Il list down some techniques that | follow to improve
my performance.

. When you have too many competing priorities. It can
be a struggle to know which to do first. It is a paradox of choice.
Too many options lead to mental overwhelm but the ability to
prioritize tasksis a Core skill of peak performers.

So, two helpful tools for managing priorities.
1. Binary comparison

While prioritizing a task only compare two options at a
time. The brain is much better at making binary decisions i.e.
either/or OR yes/no. Write your priorities and post them, then
compare 2 posts at a time to narrow down your options to
what'sactually doable.

2. The Eisenhower matrix.
Look ateach individual task & ask 2 questions:
How urgentis this?
How importantis this?
and divide them accordingly

urgent not urgent
Important Do Decide
Not- Important Delegate Delete

If the task is urgent & important, do it first & if it's
important but not urgent decide to schedule a time for it later,
urgent & not important delegate it and finally not important &
not urgentthen delete and eliminate it altogether.

. The most successful business leader and peak
performers understand that our brain has a finite capacity of
brain power to make well-thought-out decisions so making
fewer they wear, what's for the more brain power they reserve
for truly important decisions. They “ROUTINIZE” themselves
using the principle of compensatory control and you can apply
this principle too, to free up brain power for the important
decisions in your workday it's about simplification. Have a
regular wardrobe where you've paired items of clothing, do
your shopping or other outdoor works on the same day each
week & have a morning routine. This way you will have more
brain power for the decision that matters.

Know your Biological prime time: - Are you a morning lark or a
night Owl? When do you do your best work? All of us have a
unique body clock that determines our most productive hours.
Our Biological prime time is a secret of our peak performance.
So, understand it and manage your tasks around that. Over a
week also, track your take advantage of this peak to focus on
tasks that you procrastinate from. Its so much easier to listen to
how your body works then to find it so take notice of your
bodily cues and leverage them.

For staying motivated.

How you speak to yourself has a huge impact on your ability to
succeed and stay motivated. When it comes to your goods
here are 2 patterns you need to cognitively reframe to increase
your chances of success.

1. Avoid the language of 'have to' & 'should’
These are demotivating words implying obligation instead of “I
have to update my resume” or “I should update my LinkedIn”

Switchto “lIgetto” “I choose to” or “l want to updateit”

2. Have a zero-tolerance policy for self-criticism In
studies with competitive athletes self-criticism had
detrimental consequences on performance, instead, flip to
more affirming inner language “I'm ready & prepared” or “I'm
learning through the challenges” or “I'll find a way to make it
work.” Changing what you tell yourself changes how you feel. It
impacts how you show up and what you achieve.

To get clear on your goals. One of the biggest blockers when it
comesto goalachievementis a Lack of clarity.

Here's a simple 3 step process to help you clarity where you're
heading.

Step 1.- Be clear on your why. this is based on your -Passion, the
contribution or the legacy you want to make/ leave behind
Step 2.- Create a compelling vision based on your- Purpose
who do you want to be? What will you be doing? Why do you
wantthat?

Step 3.- Set your superordinate goal which is based on your-
vision of all the things that you had envisaged, what's most
important? why is thatimportantto me? & when will I start?
Thisis how you can gain greater clarity in what you want.
