YOUR LIFE LINE IN 1.C.U. (Intensive Care Unit)

ICU... the name itselscares you... all thoughts come to you mind when you hear about someone near and
dear o you admitted in ICU... The atmosphere of a hospital, pains and agonics of the paticnts, worried
looking taces of the relatives. ..

But what brings a smilc on the faces of the patients is the person who is there during your time of pain and

sorrow looking after you with care and compassion...... And we are talking about the Nurse ... who is
attending to youin [CU.

There are many reasons why they chose this profession. For
some, it was an entry into the medical profession; for others,
their family members were in the same profession or for
obvious reasons... the NEED to work. But one thing was
common, they all wanted to take care of the sick.

As Rupali told us, ““ I never got sick, because I work here and
know so many things.... and hence take care with prevention”.
[ think this is an important message for all us.

In ICU, the more experienced staff , who have basic knowledge
of work are given duty. We have knowledge of all the
equipments in ICU & are able to operate them with ease. Like in
wards, even for checking the blood pressure, nurses have to
call the doctors, butin [CU, we manage firstaid on our own.

[ asked a few of them how they manage shift duties,
particularly, after marriage. Do they get support from their
Correspondent Sadhavi with the Life Line Nurses family members?  They said. “It is difficult to work in the
night shift as we have to work in the day time at home. At times, it does

get tiring as we have the mental stress of work.”  InICU, there are critical cases, many ditficult situations

we handle, and hence as one of the nurses rightly put it ** While working here & seeing death occurring

everyday, I have started believing that every one of us should enjoy our life to the fullest... while it is
possible”.

They said, “ we sometimes develop emotional bonding with the patients. You see them in ICU for about
few days and suddenly find that they are no more in this world. We do feel for the relatives of the patient ...
but we have to go on with our work.” They get tremendous satisfaction when some of the patients who are
battling with death come out of it and go home with a smile... There are other times when they have to deal
with difficult patients. “Sometimes we get very bad treatment from the relatives of the patients as they
think we are not understanding the pains of the patient. But we learn to take all that in our stride and take it

with a smile... because we understand that they do not have anything personally against us, but it is only
that they cannot see their loved one suffering”,

Something interesting that was noticed by me was that, there were only two are three male nurses. | was
curious to know about it, and they told me “women are more stronger than men when it comes to crisis
situations, women are more sensitive towards to patients and they can come out of it also fast™.

Strapped to wheelchair, youngster prepares to fly high

THE Lila Poonawalla Foundation awarded scholarships to
28 students this year. But 26-year-old Mariam Lakdawala stands
‘out from the rest. Because this feisty youngster did not allow her
wheelchair to obstruct her from realising her dreams.

~  Rendered a paraplegic at the age of 17 in a mishap, Mariam
will be pursuing a Master in Computer Arts at the Academy of Art
in San Francisco, California.

“Like everybody else I am a little worried and thrilled about
going abroad. I know it will be tough adjusting to my new life,”
says Mariam.

But overcoming obstacles is not new to Mariam. Her whole
life changed after she suffered a spinal cord injury that rendered
her immobile from waist down. Since their third-floor residence
at Shankarseth Road did not have a lift, the family shifted to
Kondhwa.

Mariam was in HSC at the time of the mishap and had to take Mariam Lakdawala
a break of nearly one year before she could resume academics
again. However, financial help from relatives enabled her to go to
London for rehabilitation.

Her experience in London gave her the courage to forge ahead. “There no one sets any limits on you. I saw
people with worse disabilities driving cars and even climbing stairs,” says Mariam, who now drives a Zen herself.

On returning to India, she went on to do her Maters in Commerce from Pune University and started working
as a designer with Global E Commerce Solutions and later Axis Software. But the going was not smooth.

“In India, it is as if handicapped people do not exist. There are no special facilities, no ramps. My biggest
hassle is accessibility,” rues Mariam who had to contend with rude stares, apathetic rickshawallas and dependence

on others for help.
Marriam says her family and friends have been her greatestassets in herattempt to lead anormal life.

Now, thanks to the scholarship and a bank loan taken by her father, she’s looking Ibrwuri to starting a new
